Each year, our branch funds several scholarships to
Monmouth County women students seeking a
baccalaureate degree.

Funds for the scholarships are raised through the
weekly Book Sale, Bridge Groups and the annual
Scholarship Luncheon, to be held this year at the Salt
Creek Grill, in Rumson, on April 26.

Stephanie Fitzsimmons, Director of Financial Aid at
Brookdale Community College, manages a surge in
applicants just before the college year begins in late
August. She matches each student with the
requirements set by the donors of each scholarship.

The Audrie LaTowsky Scholarship at Brookdale
Community College, for $1000, was given to Julie
Nelson from Howell, NJ. In the mid-1960s Audrie
LaTowsky led a group of supporters to establish an
independent county college. Audrie served on the
first Board of Trustees of Brookdale.

The Louise Marsen Scholarship for $750 was
awarded for the first time, to Jenna Minotti of
Manasquan NJ, also a student at Brookdale
Community College. Louise Marsen was a Professor
on the faculty in the Brookdale Library and helped
many women returning to college. Her family
continues this support in her name.

Jessica Warwick, of Monmouth University, has been
awarded the Esther Hymer Scholarship of $1000.
Esther Hymer, a consultant to the United Nations,

of women worldwide.

Linda served two terms as President of the Junior
League of Monmouth County from 2007 to 2009.
Two highlights of her presidency included launching
a new focus of community programming to
empower homeless mothers throughout the county
with basic life skills. She also led a campaign to
restore the centennial firehouse that serves as the
JLMC headquarters. During her presidency, the
Junior League became one of the four collaborating
organizations (NMCB is also one) that initiated
Running & Winning Workshops for junior women in
northern Monmouth County high schools.
